In this passage, contrasting images of deteriorating language and terroristic ideals+ verb (employs, encourages, bolsters) critical diction to suggest that those who dislike the change of language are equivalent to barbaric terrorists.  These ideas combine with historic details that describe the prevalence of these ideals throughout time in order to ask English-speaking persons to experience the hatred for change that has historically prevailed and to consider condoning linguistic change for the continuance of our great language.

The contrasting images throughout the passage suggest that those who have previously considered the change in language to be attributed to “loose-moraled” individuals might have deeper reasons for this unwillingness to change.
Critical diction moves the idea of intolerance from a historical perspective to one of current pandemic proportions.

Historic details give credence to the intolerance, yet encourage the contemporary reader to reconsider before adopting the beliefs of the past.
